1. Opening – Is it interesting? Does it hook your attention?

3. Conclusion – Is it effective?  Does it give the paper a “finished” feel?

4. Does the author develop voice? Identify and label in the margin next to detail, interesting word choice and imagery. Then find two places where the author could elaborate more and label them as well.
5. 
Check the figurative language. Highlight the similes, metaphors, allusion etc. at least 3 examples.  Do the similes, metaphors, etc. “work”?  Did they use “cliches”?  If yes, note on the paper.

6. If there are areas where the meaning is unclear or confusing, write Unclear in the margin.
7. Check the verbs. Are they active and vivid? Circle and correct any weak or passive verbs.

Mechanics – Peer Editor _______________________________________

1. Check the MLA format – heading, margins, name and pagination, double spacing, etc.  Mark on the paper if the proper format is not used.

2. Check each sentence to see if it is complete; if not, write Frag. in the margin.

3. Check for run-ons (two or more sentences joined incorrectly).  If you think there are run-ons, write RO in the margin.

4. Check the punctuation.  Add correct punctuation where needed.  Check dialogue (if there is any) carefully to see that it is correctly punctuated.
5. Check capitalization.  Use editing symbols to correct.
6. If you think a word is misspelled, circle it and write Sp beside it.
7. Do they have a variety of sentence beginnings? If not, make a note to revise.

8. Check the length. Is it too long? Too short? Make a note to add more ideas if necessary.
When 2 people have checked each paper, return to the owner.  The author of the paper needs to check the remarks made on this paper and on the text itself.  If you need help, see me during class, at lunch or after school.
