6.  What decision does Pyramus make when he thinks Thisbe is dead (55-71)?  Why does he make this decision?  Cite evidence to support your answer.

7. What decision does Thisbe make at the end of the text (103-120)?  Why does she make this decision?  Cite evidence to support your answer.

8.  How do the actions of Pyramus and Thisbe impact the mulberry tree (72-78, 114-117, and 121-122)?
9.  What theme do you think is presented by the story of Pyramus and Thisbe?  Explain how this theme is developed in the text.
10.  Free write:  (at least 8 sentences) How do decisions we make impact our lives?  What process helps you make good decisions?
